The WCMA board met Thursday October 14, 2004 for our monthly

meeting as well as the annual budget meeting.  After reviewing our
finances for the upcoming year and due to rising costs, the WCMA
board has come to the conclusion that it will be necessary to increase
the annual maintenance assessment fee for the 2005 fiscal year.  Some
of the budgetary items that have been of growing concern over the
past few years include electricity, security, and landscaping. 

Other areas we have been watching closely are general maintenance
items, needed capital improvements, and decreasing interest income. 
In an aging subdivision, we as a board and residents need to do all
we can to maintain our subdivision and the amenities within it.  By
presenting an attractive and functional community to you the current
homeowners, and to prospective buyers, we need to ensure stable
property values and protect the investments we have all made in our
homes and the community. 

The good news is that even though we expect to see an increase in
the annual maintenance assessment this year, it will be the first
increase in over 10 years.  Also, the amount, though yet to be
determined, should not exceed $35.00.  At the deadline of this
newsletter, October 15, 2004, the WCMA Board is still working
closely with the management company to determine the new rate for
the 2005 assessment.

3 inch terra-cotta flowerpots
Craft foam: black, yellow, green and purple
Scissors
Acrylic paints in black, white, red, green, and blue
Thick white craft glue; black fabric paint pen

Paint the entire pot black and allow it to dry. Choose a color to
paint the band around the top of the pot.  Let it dry.  Make white dots
on the rest of the pot by dipping the handle of a paintbrush in white
paint and dotting on to the surface.

Cut a circle from black foam.  Cut it about ½ inch wider all around
than the pot opening.  Use an appropriate size dish, cup or lid to
trace.  Place a small amount of glue on the rim of the pot and glue
onto the black foam circle.

To make the buckle, measure the width of the band of the pot (the
portion painted a different color). Cut a rectangle out of foam that
measures about 1/8 inch deeper than the band on the pot.  Glue it to
the band.  Let the glue dry.

Use a black paint pen to write the guest’s name on the
colored band. Allow it to dry before using.

Pumpkin Cake Roll

3 eggs 2 tsps. cinnamon
1 cup granulated sugar 1 tsp. ginger
2/3 cup pumpkin ½ tsp. nutmeg
1 tsp. lemon juice ½ tsp. salt
3/4 cup flour 1 tsp. baking powder
1 cup finely chopped walnuts powdered sugar

Beat eggs on high speed for 5 minutes. Gradually beat in sugar. Stir
in pumpkin and lemon juice. Stir together flour, baking powder, cin-
namon, ginger, nutmeg, and salt. Fold into pumpkin. Spread in
greased and floured 15 x 10 x 1” pan. Sprinkle with the finely chopped
walnuts. Bake at 375 ° for 15 minutes. Turn out onto a towel which
has been sprinkled with powdered sugar. Starting at narrow end,
roll. Cool.

Filling
1 cup powdered sugar 4  tablespoons margarine
2 - 3 oz. pkgs. cream cheese 1½ tsp. vanilla

Beat smooth. Spread over cooled, unrolled cake. Roll and
chill.

Life CAN Be Beautiful!
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Check it out. A new law is changing the way banks clear checks.

The legislation-known as the Check Clearing for the 21st Century Act,
or Check 21-will benefit consumers through faster check clearing,
decreased fraud, less paper and increased security.

The law makes it possible for banks to send-and accept for clearing
purposes-digital images of checks electronically. This eliminates the need
to physically transport checks between banks.

As an added benefit, Check 21 will reduce uncontrollable delays in
transporting checks caused by weather or natural disasters.

According to the American Bankers Association, the law does not
eliminate paper checks, nor does it change the way consumers write
checks. It simply requires banks and customers to accept paper copies
of original checks, called “substitute checks.”

A “substitute check” is a paper copy of the original check, including
the front, back and all endorsements.
Supporters of this law say that consumers will benefit. Here’s why:
• They’ll have earlier access to their funds and more convenient access

to information online about the status of their checks,
• Check fraud will be reduced because faster processing will mean faster

detection and faster resolution of problems,
• Consumers receive special recrediting rights if a problem arises due

to a “substitute check.”
One caution: with faster processing, consumers must ensure they have

enough money in their account to cover their checks.

In addition to the changes brought on by Check 21, a growing number
of retailers are now converting paper checks into electronic automated
clearinghouse (ACH) payments on the spot. This means that if a consumer
has written a check for a purchase, the check is returned immediately at
the point of purchase, after it is converted into an ACH payment.

Regular billers, such as utilities or credit card providers, are also
converting checks to ACH payments. Once the check is converted, a
consumer will not receive a copy of the original. However, the check
will be reflected in the consumer’s bank statement, which will be accepted
as proof of payment.
