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Is It a Cold or the Flu?

	 Your child is sent home from school with a sore throat, cough, and 
high fever — could it be the flu that’s been going around? Or is it 
just a common cold?
	 Before you can figure out how to help your child feel better, you 
need to know what’s causing the symptoms. Typically, the flu (also 
known as influenza) has symptoms that make a child feel worse than 
symptoms associated with a common cold, but it’s not always that 
easy to tell the difference between the two.
Symptoms Guide
	 To help determine whether your child’s fighting the flu or combating 
a cold, review these questions:

Flu vs. Colds: A Guide to Symptoms
Questions	 Flu	 Cold
Was your child's onset of illness …	 sudden?	 slow?
Does your child have a …	 high fever?	 no (or mild) fever?
Is your child's exhaustion level …	 severe?	 mild?
Is your child's cough …	 dry?	 severe or hacking?
Is your child's throat …	 sore?	 fine?
Is your child's head …	 achy?	 headache-free?
Is your child's appetite …	 decreased?	 normal?
Are your child's muscles …	 achy?	 fine?
Does your child have …	 chills?	 no chills?

	 If most of your answers fell into the first category, chances are that 
your child has the flu. If your answers usually belonged in the second 
category, it’s most likely a cold.
	 But don’t be too quick to brush off your child’s illness as just 
another cold. The important thing to remember is that flu symptoms 
can vary from child to child (and they can change as the illness 
progresses), so if you suspect the flu, call the doctor.
Treatment
	 If caught within the first 48 hours of the onset of symptoms, your 
child’s flu may respond to an antiviral medicine, which can shorten 
the course of the infection by 1 or 2 days. In the meantime, take care 
of your child by offering plenty of fluids and extra comfort.
	 And if the doctor says it’s not the flu? Ask whether your child 
should get a flu shot.

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	 (NAPSA)-Most parents are well aware of the importance of taking 
care of their children’s teeth, so it comes as a shock when they learn 
their toddlers have cavities during a checkup.
	 Tooth decay among young children is on the rise-and many 
experts believe that sippy cups containing sugary beverages are 
responsible.
The Misuse of Sippy Cups
	 Because sippy cups prevent spills, they’re often used by children for 
long periods of time over months and years-rather than as a transitional 
drinking device, a purpose for which they were intended. “Sippy 
cups were created to help children transition from a bottle to drinking 
from a regular cup, but they’re too often used for convenience,” says 
American Academy of Pediatric Dentistry (AAPD) President Philip 
H. Hunke, D.D.S., M.S.D. “When kids sip for extended periods on 
sugared beverages, they’re exposed to a higher risk of decay. Sippy 
cups should only contain water unless it’s mealtime.”
	 In fact, a report from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention 
(CDC) comparing the dental health of Americans in 1988-1994 and 
1999-2002 found that while cavities decreased among older children, 
cavities in two- to five-year-olds actually increased 15.2 percent. 

Use Only Water In Sippy Cups Or Increase Cavity Risk
AAPD Highlights Importance of Proper Use of Toddler Drinking Device

A Child’s First Visit
	 Hunke views the misuse of sippy cups as just the symptom of a 
larger issue-the fact that many parents wait too long before taking 
their children to the dentist for the first time. The AAPD recommends 
that a child’s first dental visit occur shortly after the first tooth erupts 
and no later than the child’s first birthday. But according to the 2005 
National Survey of Children’s Health (NSCH), only 10 percent of 
1-year-olds and 23.8 percent of 2-year-olds had been taken for a 
preventive dental care visit in the past year.
	 At the first visit, the pediatric dentist provides information about 
proper sippy cup use as part of the presentation of a complete program 
of preventive home care. The dentist also checks the child’s teeth to 
make sure they’re developing properly.
	 “Studies show that children with poor oral health perform worse in 
school and have less success later in life,” says Hunke. “Establishing 
the right oral care habits early helps get kids headed on the path to a 
lifetime of good oral health.”

•	 Stretch. Stretching can help to relieve stiff 
muscles, which can hold tension and make 
you feel more stressed.
•	 Simplify the Morning. Getting up 15 
minutes earlier, and packing lunches or laying 
out clothes the night before, can help create 
a routine and get you organized.
•	 Think Positive. Take a few minutes to 
reflect on the good things in life. Taking stock 
of what you have can instantly improve your 
mood and outlook.
•	 Breathe. When we are stressed, we have a 
tendency to take shallow breaths, which can 
result in feeling more tense. Start by inhaling 
deeply through the nose for a count of eight, 
then exhaling slowly for a count of 16. 
Concentrate on your counting and breath. 
•	 Rest. Be sure you are getting enough 
sleep at night. Not feeling rested can add to 
your stress level and make you feel more 
overwhelmed. If you have been experiencing 
recurring sleepless nights, consult your 

physician for guidance.
•	 Do Things You Enjoy. Try to do something 
you love every day to give yourself something 
to look forward to.
	 Most stress arises due to feelings of life 
being out of control. By taking time to 
get yourself organized, and taking care of 
yourself, you can begin to gain control and 
ensure that your workday is as relaxed as 
possible.
•	 E-mail Stress-out. E-mail has become 
one of  the most  common forms of 
communication but it can also be one of the 
most stressful. Opening a full e-mail box 
can be overwhelming, not to mention time 
consuming. 
	 Learn how to use your e-mail software, so 
you can organize your in-box and file away 
all those important messages in a way that 
makes them easier to access. Also, don’t 
forget to trash any spam or useless e-mails.
	 Change your habits so that instead of 
leaving a message in your in-box until it’s 
completed, try placing the task from the e-
mail on your task list along with the contact 
information, then filing the e-mail away until 
you are prepared to reply.
