The management company certified that an official quorum was 
in attendance with over 61 lot owners represented in person or by 
proxy.
	 WELCOME & INTRODUCTIONS: Steven Lewis welcomed 
the owners to the meeting. The Willow Pointe Board of Directors 
and the management company were then introduced.
	 APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES: Minutes of the 2006 Annual 
Meeting were reviewed. A motion was made, seconded, and it was 
unanimously decided to adopt the minutes.
	 OFFICER REPORTS: President’s Report – State of the 
Association
	 Association President, Steven Lewis presented the President’s 
Report.
	 President Lewis provided an overview of the accomplishments for 
2007 and the goals for the upcoming year. He described some of his 
experiences since he has been on the Board of Directors and explained 
that serving on the Board was time consuming. He encouraged all the 
owners in the room to volunteer to serve on a committee and make 
a difference in the community.
	 Treasurer’s Report – Financial and Budget Report:
	 Association Treasurer, Bill Brune presented the Treasurer’s 
Report.
	 Bill Brune provided an overview of the financial status of the 
association. The meeting package included the following: a December 
31, 2006 financial statement and a bar chart illustrating the expenses 
in comparison to the budget; A copy of the 2007 budget and a pie 
chart illustrating the percentage of the budget for each of the major 
expense categories; a copy of the April 30, 2007 financial statement 
and a bar chart illustrating the expenses year to date compared to 
the budget. Bank balances and expense figures were reported for 

April 30, 2007. Bill Brune commented that some adjustments were 
made to the balance sheet and he felt that reserves could possibly be 
overstated. Bill also commented that the Association is sound at this 
time and is running under budget year to date.
	 COMMITTEE REPORTS: Reports were provided by the 
following committees: Modification Committee, Courtesy Patrol & 
Crime Watch, and landscape committees.
	 NOMINATIONS: Steven Lewis presented the nominating 
committees report. He informed the owners that Willow Pointe has 
a five (5) member Board of Directors and one of the positions has 
expired. He stated that two names, Bill Brune and Judith Schwartz 
were currently on the ballot. He then opened the floor to nominations 
and encouraged interested owners to run for the Board of Directors. 
With no additional nominations, a motion was made, seconded, and 
it was unanimously decided to cease nominations and finalize the 
list of nominees as Bill Brune and Judith Schwartz.
	 ELECTIONS: Steven Lewis introduced the nominees and each 
of the candidates was provided with an opportunity to address the 
owners.

	 The deed restriction policy, the amenity areas, the pool hours, and 
the commercial development off of Round up were discussed in great 
detail. The owners expressed a concern over the construction noise 
and activity due to the construction. Owners also requested extended 
pool hours.
	 Bill Brune contested the validity of the Annual Meeting. He 
informed the owners that as secretary, he did not approve the final 
Annual Meeting Mail out; he also felt that notice provision may have 
not been in compliance with the documents, and he mentioned that 
two owners had informed him that they did not receive their notice 
for the meeting.
