7. Enroll your child in swim classes.

This way your kids are
already prepped and ready to roll for the
summer swim season. You'll want to find
an inside heated pool and lesson times
geared towards working families.

8.  Supervise, Supervise, Supervise! Try to
have your eyes on your children in and
around the pool at all times.
