The body of the article
goes on to read: The Cy-Fair school board will consider
approving tax refunds of $500 or greater during its Monday,
Feb. 8 meeting in he board room of the district’s Instructional

an agenda item. The plot thickens!

If you've been following the district’s news either on-line
or in these articles your first thought (like mine) was: What
tax refund? How can they be considering a refund when we
all know they need money? They are cutting expenses left
and right (no bus service for Willowbridge and Stonebridge
this year). They have already announced that the 2010-2011
budget due to be approved very soon is expected to incur
at least a $10 million shortfall that is a side effect of the
inequitable way Texas state funding is calculated.

On March 9, I talked to Kelli Durham, Assistant
Superintendant of Communications for CFISD and asked her
what this “mysterious” tax refund was and how did the vote
go. She said the article in the newspaper had really caused a lot
of confusion and questions. Yes, it was on the agenda. . .as itis
every year. However, it only pertains to tax overpayments in
situations such as an individual and mortgage company both
paying the taxes. It’s not the district’s money; therefore, it has
to be given back to the rightful owners. Its just a formality
that the board has to address and vote on each year.

So...if you saw the article and youre waiting for your
refund...don’t wait any longer. The check is not in the mail
and it is not going to be in the mail unless your taxes were
over or double paid. In the meantime, please continue paying
your taxes and continue supporting the fund raisers for our
local schools in any manner that you can.

It’s Tax Refund Season again. This year, if youre going to get a
check from your Uncle Sam, why not put it to work to help you
meet your financial goals?

Last year, the average tax refund was more than $2,700, according
to the IRS. The size of your refund, or whether you will get one at
all, depends on your individual circumstances. But if you are going
to get a refund, plan ahead for what you'll do with it. Here are a
few possibilities:

e PAY DOWN SOME DEBTS. In these difficult economic
times, you may be carrying a higher debt load than usual. If so,
you may want to use some of your refund to pay down some of
these debts. The lower your debt payments, the better your cash
flow and the more money you’'ll have to invest for the future.

* BUILD AN EMERGENCY FUND. If you don’t already have
an emergency fund containing six to 12 months’ worth of living
expenses, you could use your tax refund to start one. Without
such a fund, you may find yourself constantly dipping into your
long-term investments to pay for unexpected costs, such as a new

a liquid account — one that you don’t draw on for your day-to-
day expenses.

* HELP FUNDYOUR IRA. In 2010, you can putin up to $5,000
to your IRA. Consequently, if you received a $2,700 refund, youd
have more than half of what you need to fully fund your IRA for
the year. (If youre 50 or older, however, you can contribute up
to $6,000 per year.)

You might not think that your $2,700 would make much of a
difference in the long run. But by investing your refund and giving
it many years of growth potential, you could end up with a sizable
amount. Consider the following:

* If you put $2,700 in your IRA, and you earned, on average, seven
percent a year for 30 years, youd end up with about $20,000,
even if you never invested another dime.

* If you put $2,700 every year in that same IRA, again earning an
average seven percent annual return, youd end up with more than
$270,000 after thirty years.

Youd eventually have to pay taxes on your earnings, typically
when you make withdrawals at retirement. And if you qualified for
a Roth IRA, youd never have to pay taxes on your earnings, as long
as you had your account for at least five years and didn’t start taking
withdrawals until you were at least 59-1/2.

* CONTRIBUTE TO A SECTION 529 PLAN. If you have
children or grandchildren, you may want to establish Section 529
plans to help them pay for college. You can contribute virtually
any amount, and the earnings grow tax-free, provided the money
is used for higher education expenses.
