The Northwest Flyers Track Club will host its annual free information / registration breakfast on 
Saturday, February 5, 2011, for all boys, girls and their parents who are interested in joining for 
the 2011 track season.  The breakfast starts promptly at 8:30 AM at the Cypress Creek Christian 
Community Center Forum located at 6823 Cypresswood Dr., Spring, TX, 77379.

"Win with Integrity" brings 
elite track & field athletes and school-aged kids 
together to promote healthy lifestyles, keeping 
active, and living with integrity through the 
sport of track & field.
