Annual
Assessment Reminder

All homeowners should have paid their annual
assessment at this time. All assessments are due January
Ist and are delinquent if not received thirty (30) days
after the due date. All delinquent Owners will receive
a notice requesting payment. An interest charge of ten
percent (10%) will be posted to the Owners account,
together with a $35 administrative charge for the late
letter, and an administrative fee of $30 per month for
each month the account remains unpaid.

As always, all homeowners who cannot pay the
assessments by January 31st may setup a payment
plan by contacting Randall Management and pay the
assessment over a period of three months.
