PREVENT CAR BREAK-INS

No neighborhood is immune from car-break ins. It happens all
over town. Most often, car break-ins occur during the early morning
hours when the risk of discovery is low. Persons who commit these
types of crimes can be juveniles on a dare or addicts desperate for
something to trade or pawn to support their habits.

TIPS:

* Secure your vehicle safely in the garage OR park your
vehicle as close to the residence as possible. If you park on
the street, park in an area with good visibility and lighting.
If you rent, report lighting/security problems to your landlord or
property manager.

* Do not leave anything in your vehicle that would tempt somebody
to break in. Remove valuables or secure them out of sight in your
trunk.

* If your car stereo has a removable face plate, remove it. Do not
leave CDs in the car.

* Lock your car doors. Some thieves go from car to car trying doors.
Chances are they will simply move on to the next car. Unlocked
vehicles provide places for people to sleep, hide, or engage in drug
activity.

* DO NOT confront the suspect. DO NOT compromise your
safety. If you are in a car, flashing your high beams or honking
your horn is enough to alert the thief of your presence. People will
likely not commit crime when they know someone is watching.

* Develop a telephone or e-mail “tree” of neighbors or tenants
wishing to participate in a Neighborhood Security Alert program.
Notify each other of criminal and suspicious activity so all can be
aware and alert and take precautions.

Common Household Materials

Can Be Hazardous to the Environment
What is Household Hazardous Waste?

Federal regulations exempt any wastes from households; hotels
and motels; Ranger stations and crew quarters; campgrounds and
picnic grounds; and bunk houses from being hazardous waste. Since
some consumer products contain chemicals that can present safety
concerns if improperly used or disposed, these materials are often
called household hazardous waste (HHW) when they are disposed.
These wastes are municipal solid waste, and almost all can be
safely and legally disposed in landfills that can accept regular trash.
However, there are better disposal options, so many people choose
to dispose of HHW in a more protective manner. Such disposals
are often done through collection programs.

Under Texas laws and regulations, HHW is limited to those
wastes from households that would be hazardous waste if they were
not specifically excluded by the federal regulations. This group of
macterials is somewhat smaller than all consumer products that can
cause environmental or health impacts since hazardous waste only
includes materials that present a significant potential for harm.
Many HHW collection programs also accept materials that are not

technically HHW because of the benefits of proper reuse or disposal
of these materials. It is up to the entity running the collection
program to determine exactly which materials will be accepted, as
well as whether materials will be reused or just disposed.

It may be confusing that waste, which would be hazardous waste
if it came from a business, school, etc., can be disposed as regular
trash when it comes from residences. There are two main reasons
for this exemption: households usually make far less of these wastes
than businesses or other organizations and consumer products
usually do not contain the most hazardous ingredients that can be
used in industrial processes. Because of the much lower quantities
and the lower potential risk in the materials likely to be disposed,
there would be limited benefit from making households comply
with hazardous waste requirements.
