PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE - MAY 2011

Now that we have a new newsletter publisher we can resume informing our community
about relevant matters that concern us all.

The first thing that comes to mind is that the cancellation of the Precinct 4 Constable
security patrol contract seems to have had little effect on our community but since there is
also a security patrol contract with Bridgestone MUD there really should be no difference
in the coverage/patrols. The crime stats for March 2011 appear to confirm this although
I know some have had incidents which occurred at night and would most likely not been
prevented by any patrol. By far the most important crime stat for Stone Forest was false
alarms from in-house security alarms.

We have seen an increase of vandalism at the Park and on the playground equipment which
has cost the Homeowners Association considerable expense and again the damage seems
to have been done at night when most of us are at home, either in for the night or asleep.
The Association has taken steps to prevent and deter vandalism by installing a light on the
playground and in the gazebo. This will at least help to deter/identify the perpetrators by
illuminating the area during the night hours. In addition the dome on the play equipment
has twice been kicked in to be finally replaced by a very strong clear thick plastic screen. We
also found that the new electric outlet at the gazebo had been kicked to destruction and has
since been replaced with a tougher fitting.

W e will be taking very strong action against any further vandalism together with steps
to recover the cost of repairs as we are convinced that it is only a certain set of individuals
who seem to have a mindless attitude to public property and have so much time on their
hands that they can’t think of anything better to do than destroy other people’s property.
Your Board of Directors are determined to stamp out the vandalism before it gets out of
hand and someone gets hurt as a result of playground damage.

While I am on the subject of security I want to mention AGAIN the matter of homeowners
who leave garage doors open. If you watch the local news or read any of the local press you
will see that the crimes of opportunity occur when the property begs to be stolen or security
is lax. Seniors are the most vulnerable and all the criminal has to do is slip into the open
garage kick in the connecting door and they have access to whatever is inside. The connecting
doors do not have deadbolts and are therefore only a weak deterrent to the opportunist.
The locks will not hold against a determined kick or kicks to rip away the frame woodwork
and release the door. Please try to keep your garage door closed at all times, especially those

near through roads. .

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REMOVING MILDEW FROMYOUR HOUSE

Living in Houston means dealing with mildew. Next to moisture,
mildew may be the greatest environmental threat to an outdoor paint
or stain. An airborne fungus, mildew can settle on any surface. Adda
litdle food and moisture and the spores begin to grow and colonize.

Unfortunately, food is plentiful. Mildew thrives on wood, wood
resins, grass and tree pollens, bacteria and dirt. Although mildew
appears to grow directly on a paint or stain, it actually lives on a
surface film of dirt and grease. It’s not uncommon to find mildew on
factory-finished aluminum siding or on vinyl siding. And no matter
what type of surface it is, controlling mildew is difficult.

“There are no 100% guarantees of success even after the best-known
control measures have been taken”, warns the National Decorating
Products Association. “Any extended period of warm, humid, and/or
rainy weather or tropical storm conditions without much sunshine
may cause an outbreak of mildew despite all precautions.”

That doesn’t mean you can’t reduce the likelihood of mildew
problems. Of the four conditions required for mildew colonies
to form, food, moisture, oxygen and 50-90 degree temperatures,
moisture is the most important and the easiest to control.

Plants, shrubbery and mulch that are closest to a building
encourage mildew growth. Foliage prolongs the presence of moisture

because it prevents rain and dew from evaporating quickly. In
addition, mildew spores can be easily transferred from the foliage
and damp mulch to a painted surface. To reduce mildew growth,
move plants and mulch away from building walls. Also, wash your
siding periodically to help remove food sources.

To tell the difference between mildew and dirt, apply a 50/50
solution of fresh household bleach and water. If the dark spots turn
lighter within 60 seconds, the spots were mildew. To remove mildew,
as well as algae, soils and loose wood fibers, use a commercial wood
cleaner. Or,use a mixture of one quart of fresh household bleach and
one-half cup of nonammoniated detergent in three quarts of water.
Either solution can be applied with a garden-type pump sprayer.
Wear protective rubber gloves and eye protection when mixing and
applying these cleaning solutions.

Starting at the bottom of the building, spray the cleaner on 300 to
500 square foot sections. Allow the solution to remain on the surface
for 10-15 minutes, then power wash with clean water to remove the
residues of mildew, soils, loose wood fibers and loose paint.

Re-examine the surface to ensure complete removal of deeply
embedded mildew. A second cleaning may be necessary depending of the
severity of the mildew, while restaining may or may not be necessary.

The Architectural Control Committee
(Volunteers in the community) for the
Association (the “ACC”) is charged with
the responsibility to grant or withhold
architectural review approval of all changes
in the design of a property after original

construction. If you plan any modification,
alterations or enhancements to your property,
you must first submit written request to
the “ACC.” A copy of the form required
is available in the newsletter and at the
Association website www.stoneforestha.
org or on the Chaparral website, www.
chaparralmanagement.com.

Please submit your written requests to
Chaparral Management. The average turn
around time for review and approval is
usually less than two (2) weeks. By following
this simple procedure, the curb appeal of the
neighborhood will continue to be an asset to
the community. Thanks in advance for your
cooperation and we look forward to all the
improvements!
