In late March 2011, the Association  received details about 
the expansion project occurring at Summerwood’s entrance.  
According to Harris County Architecture and Engineering-
Capital l Projects Department, construction will begin the first 
week of May and should take 4-6 weeks. When the project is 
complete, there will be 4 lanes on the north side of West Lake 
Houston Parkway. The far 2 left lanes will turn left, the 3rd lane 
will be for straight traffic (to the high school), and the 4th lane 
will go straight or turn right.

Our Summerwood Monuments and much of our landscaping 
in the existing median will be removed with this project, but 
the Association will plant new shrubbery in the smaller median 
after the construction is complete. Harris County anticipates 
“the proposed roadway improvements will enhance mobility 
and reduce traffic delay for motorists on West Lake Houston 
Parkway, including those who live in Summerwood.” All drivers 
are encouraged to drive carefully through the construction areas 
and to add a few extra minutes to their route during this time.
