During the month of November 2011 the Atascocita area 
contracts, specifically the Atasca Woods and Atascocita South 
subdivisions experienced an abnormal amount of vehicle thefts 
and attempted auto thefts. The attempted vehicle thefts had 
damaged door locks or steering columns, but for some reason 
the suspects either fled prior to stealing the vehicle or were 
not able to get the vehicle started to steal it. All of the stolen 
vehicles were recovered, most of them the following day with 
missing tires and wheels, dashes, etc. One vehicle that was 
reported stolen out of Dayton was recovered in Atascocita 
South.  Several vehicles had tail gates stolen.
