Most of you 
probably know that the Developer 
initial ly contracted Chaparral 
Management Company to manage 
the neighborhood’s maintenance, 
finances, and common areas. 

 There has also been a Residents 
Advisory Committee that is consulted 
occasionally by Mr. Bob Wanninger, 
who represents the Developer, but 
there has not been a resident on the 
Association Board.

1.5tbsp – ALESSI Authentic Italian Pesto

April Garden Tips
•	 If necessary, prune spring-blooming shrubs, such as azaleas, quince, 

wisteria, forsythia and climbing roses after flowers fade. 
•	 Ignore the white web covering on the trunk and limbs of some 

trees. Beneficial insects, bark lice, are at work. 
•	 Plant caladiums in slightly acidic soil with good 

drainage. 
•	 Plant new shrubs before it gets any hotter and keep 

newly set-out plants well watered. 
•	 Pick perennial flowers and “dead head” so that 

plants will bloom longer. 
•	 Ornamental grasses add variety to the landscape.

•	 Feed camellias and magnolias 

with azalea food scratched 
i n t o  t h e  s o i l  a n d 
watered.
