Isn’t 
that a sterile sounding term for the ugliness of modern slavery?

We thought we had defeated slavery almost 150 years ago at the 
cost of an estimated 750,000 American lives. Tragically, the slave 
trade is alive and well. It is not just flourishing in foreign locations 
like Africa and Southeast Asia. No, it is right here in Houston.

•	 There are 27 million slaves in the world today. This is more than
