•There are 27 million slaves in the world today. This is more

•Approx.18,000 victims are brought into the United States 

each year. 25% of these are brought into Texas and the majority 
into and through Houston.

•As many as 300,000 children are bought and sold in the 
United States annually - selling human beings as a commodity, 
mostly in sex trafficking. The average age is twelve.

•Within 48 hours, 1 in 3 runaway children are lured into 
sex trafficking. 

•The 1960 corridor has become overrun with strip clubs, 
spas and ‘tea rooms’ – fronts for prostitution and sex slavery. 

•There are more of these types of establishments in Houston 
than in Las Vegas.

A wise man once said “All that is required for evil to prevail 
is for good men to do nothing.” If this information infuriates 
you as much as it does me, I encourage you to get involved. We 
have several opportunities in September to get educated and take 
action against human trafficking in our community.
