Parks, Pools and Marina

First off for those of you that use the Tennis courts and Marina,
the keys have been changed. The keys are changed annually and

Pools

The Pinehurst Pool filter sprung a leak (leak is on side of filter caused
from wear) and the filters are being replaced. Also there is some
cracking on the decking surface that will be repaired under warranty
along with some new coating going on new concrete surfaces. We are
putting off the rehab of the Pinehurst Pool (slide, shade structure,
bathrooms) until funding allows us to progress.

The Shores pool had a bad leak along 80’ of the bond beam. It has
been repaired. The concrete next to the coping is broken in a few
areas and the seal is bad next to the coping (around most of pool) all
will be repaired before pool season. The Shores pool deck will also be
recoated along with the new concrete areas before pool season starts.
We also have a new pool company taking care of our pools. We
have had a lot of maintenance problems at the pools in the past and
hopefully this will correct that. Jeff Ellis Management is the new
contractor and already has been much more proactive with the pools

maintenance. Jeff Ellis Management has also stated they would like
to hire local lifeguards. If you know any local swimmers 15 years
and older that would be interested in being a Lifeguard they can

Storage — we are looking into putting up a storage building at
Pinehurst Pool for all the associations’ properties. This would include
pool supplies, yard signs, holiday decorations, supplies, and repair
parts. We now have things scattered at board members’ homes,
contractor’s homes and some with volunteers. The association really
needs a place to store the association’s equipment. We are in the
process of taking bids to access the cost and to see if we can budget
for the structure.

Tennis Courts

The Pinehurst Tennis court has new lighting (LED). We hope it’s
better for all you players. We have had a lot of lighting maintenance
in the past and these LED’s are supposed to be guaranteed for 5 years
so hopefully they will work out and save us some money. By the way
we are also installing new lighting at our monuments for the same
reason. As you read this they should all be new except for the lights

As the warmer weather approaches many people are starting to do
spring cleaning and yard work. Please remember large item pickup
is the second day of the week of your normal garbage pickup. Asa
reminder the following are the guidelines for garbage pickup.

Garbage Collection Service Guidelines
Service days are Tuesday & Friday.
CURBSIDE SERVICE

Please have your trash out by 7am on your service day.

Household garbage, grass clippings, leaves, branches and tree
trimmings are collected at the curb. Important! - For the safety and
protection of our employees and equipment, we do require that
branches and tree trimmings be no greater than three inches (3")
in diameter and be cug, tied and bundled in four foot (4') lengths
weighing no more than forty to fifty pounds (40-50 Ibs.) Containers
over 45 gallons must have all trash bagged. Due to safety concerns
WM will not service anything over 65 gallons

10 items per service day (can/ bag/ bundle)

BULK TRASH COLLECTION
Provided on the second collection day of each week for moving

boxes (please break them down and bundle them), old furniture
and appliances. Please note that we can no longer dispose of CFC
refrigerant containing items (i.e., refrigerators, freezers, etc.) without
certification that the freon has been properly removed and recycled,
pursuant to current Federal law. 2 items second collection day of
the week
UNACCEPTABLE ITEMS
Gasoline motor oil (and used filters) paint

POOL SAFETY

The Texas weather is warming up. Summer is almost here. Pools
will soon open and the cool water will be calling your name. You can
almost hear your kids laughing and the playing in the pool. Your
family deserves to have many Best Day Ever moments in the water
this summer. Please do not let those moments be ruined by the
sound of a life guard whistle blast or the need to do CPR in order
to save your child’s life. Most families love a trip to the swimming
pool, the lake or the beach during the summer...but the water can
be deadly for a child.

Did you know that drowning is a leading cause of accidental death
for children between the ages of 1 and 14, with kids under the age
of 5 at even higher risk?

Colin Holst’s parents did not know either. Sadly, June 13th marks
the 5 year anniversary of his drowning in a public, lifeguarded pool
in Austin. Since Colin's drowning in 2008, Central Texas-based
Colin's Hope has become a nonprofit leader in water safety and
drowning prevention.

My name is Alissa Magrum and I am the Executive Director of
Colin’s Hope. But I am also a parent to 8 year old Ella. So, from
one parent to another, please listen to this message. It is simple but
filled with purpose: DROWNING IS PREVENTABLE. YOU can
help protect your children. Following a series of simple water safety
tips creates multiple layers of protection. These layers WILL keep
children safer in and around the water and CAN prevent drownings.

The first 3 of these tips are KEY.

* Practice constant visual supervision. Always assign an adult “water
guardian” whose ONLY responsibility is to watch children who are
in, near and around the water. If that water guardian needs to take
a break, they must transfer their “watching” duty to another adult.

¢ Learn to swim. Enroll children (and adults too) in formal swim
classes. For kids under the age of 4, taking formal swim lessons

reduces the risk of drowning by 88%.

* Wear life jackets. Children who cannot swim should ALWAYS
wear a U.S. Coast Guard-approved life jacket when in and around
the water.

* You can see additional tips, as well as more information on
water safety and drowning prevention, on our website at www.
colinshope.org..

Each year, Colin’s Hope volunteers stuff and distribute 75,000
water safety packets to families in zip codes that have been targeted
due to the high number of near drownings and drownings in recent
years. This life saving information along with a Peel Inc. ad campaign,
a Reagan National Adverstising billboard campaign and a presence
at many community events is helping to raise water safety awareness
to prevent children from drowning.

WE ALSO NEED YOUR HELP. PLEASE SHARE THIS
INFORMATION with family, friends, neighbors, teachers,

babysitters. ..everyone! We have seen the difference that being aware
and being prepared can make. Communities that have received our
water safety information in prior years have seen child drownings
and near drownings in their areas reduced to zero!

DO NOT DUMP ON ACIA

The ACIA must expend considerable funds paying
contractors to pick up and dispose of green waste (dead tree
branches) that are dumped on common areas. Dumping of
green waste has also happened on the petroleum pipeline
running through the sections located on the south side of FM
1960. Dumping degrades the environment, is an eyesore, and
is difficult to clean up. We should all take our obligation to
protect the neighborhood environment seriously. The trash
contractor, Waste Management, will pick up branches that are
bundled and less than 4 feet in length. Local business, Dirt
Cheap Mulch, will accept branches of any length for a small
fee. Costs for all services are continuously rising. Please help
keep our neighborhood attractive and clean.

Please do not dump debris in the gully (drainage)
areas. Harris County will levy fines for cleanup. There have
been several complaints in this area.

This is against the law, creates rodent and insect habitats,
and causes our beautiful Lake Houston to be full of trash and
decomposing material that causes algae blooms killing aquatic
life. Localized flooding of our homes could also occur as a result
of the debris clogging the area drainage. Also, several million
residents in Houston drink this water from Lake Houston! We
should all be more respectful of our environment.

If you witness anyone dumping, get the license plate number
and a description of the vehicle if possible and call the Precinct
4 Constable Dispatch at 281-376-3472. ACIA will prosecute
for dumping on private property.
