Your 
Board of Directors and C.I.A. Services are proud of all that 
was accomplished.

The biggest project of the year was the splash pad 
expansion. The expansion more than doubled the previous 
splash pad and brought in many new interactive water 
features. The beloved frog got a makeover and returned home 
to Summerwood. There are now features for a wide range of 
ages. A second shade structure and new tables were added as 
well. While the water features are now off for the season, the 
playground is open for play for residents with active electronic 
access devices. We look forward to seeing you there after it 
reopens in March.

We had many other projects throughout the year including:
•	 Completion of the Central Pool restroom remodel.
•	 The tennis court was resurfaced and a new windscreen with 

the Summerwood logo was added.
•	 The deck at Lake Anne was rehabilitated. A new ramp, 

lights and bench around the tree were added. The Lake 
Meredith bridge was also rehabilitated.

•	 The overflow drain at Lake Meredith was repaired so the 
water level would remain at the proper level.

•	 Drains were added to the playground area at Lake Meredith 
to help with standing water.

•	 New fountains at the entrance ponds.
•	 A new piece of fitness equipment was added to the Fitness 

Center.
•	 Additional furniture ordered for the pools.
•	 Filter sand replaced at Residents East Pool
•	 Drain covers replaced at Central Pool

This is just a partial list of the continued enhancements to 
the community. The resurfacing of Residents East Pool and 
painting of the water features is scheduled to begin soon. The 
restroom will be given a fresh coat of paint as well.

We are also planning and saving for future projects such 
as the 4 year landscape enhancement plan, tree reforestation 
and potential trail system.
