Faith in Jesus is the only thing you can always 
count on & do not need to seek. It's always there, waiting patiently 
for you to notice it & pick it up. It comes in many colors, sizes, and 
shapes, and can be all but invisible much of the time. Nonetheless, no 
matter how big, small or percentage of visibility, I will choose to live my 
life according to my faith rather than fate or luck each and every time.
