Yield: appx 2 cups

* 2 tablespoon lime zest

* Y cup lime juice

Y cup brown sugar, packed

Yi cup ginger, peeled and grated

15 cup green onion, chopped, white parts and some green
1 cup cilantro leaves, packed

1 tsp nutmeg, fresh grated

Y4 cup honey

1 teaspoon balsamic vinegar

1 teaspoon Tabasco

Y4 cup olive oil

6 ancho chiles, seeded and cut into strips

1. Place the lime zest and juice, brown sugar, ginger, green onions, cilantro,
nutmeg, honey, vinegar, and Tabasco in a food processor or blender and
process until smooth.

2. With the machine still running, slowly pour in the olive oil through
the feed tube in a steady stream. Turn off the machine and stir in the ancho
chiles. Transfer dressing into a tightly covered container and refrigerate. Will
keep for up to 5 days.
